	Uses a lancet to lance the test area and lets patient know before doing so

	Verbalizes appropriate blood sample size needed (0.5 microliters)

	Disposes of lancet in biohazard sharps container

	With the test strip at a 90 Degree angle to the test site, approaches blood sample and contacts the sample with the test strip
